This week we have focused on the story of ‘Goldilocks and the three bears’ – another great story for supporting the children’s language development, plus their understanding of ‘size’ words and ordering by size.  The children have taken part in ‘action stories’ out in the playground and have shown a good ability to use everyday items as props in the story as we’ve acted it out. We have also had a ‘story cards’ to encourage retelling with a set of 3 bears. Both these activities have prompted some superb ‘voices’ for the different characters – we have some great budding actors 😊. 
The Three Bears cottage has been located in our role play areas too and we used the song ‘When Goldilocks went to the house of the bears’ to inspire the children’s play in these. There has been lots of food making with oats, different size bowels and spoons. We also added 3 different size chairs, beds and bears to this area.
The children have loved the sensory soup in the top room with shaving gel, corn flour, flower and herbs and lots of different size pots. We added pump bottles with different coloured water to help with their potion making and to promote fine motor skills. To help keep cool we also froze rose petals and herbs in blocks of ice. The children have really used their imagination to make up different potions and got completely immersed in their play. We have heard lots of language relating  to size, amounts and positional language while they have played and invented. 
 Sounds and Letters/language focus:    


This week we have played games using the story of Goldilocks as a stimulus for listening carefully and then responding. We had lots of listening games to practice tuning into sounds. They loved the sound lotto game on YouTube. The children joined in with sound and action stories in the garden. Starfish have been singing lots of songs and reading stories around goldilocks and the three bears.

Out and abouts – We were very lucky that Jay-birds deli invited us down on Monday for the year 6 take over. Year 6 students from Portreath Primary school got to run the deli for the day. We were welcomed by the students and they served the children delicious fruit smoothies. The children loved this special treat.
We have also got out really early on Tuesday and Wednesday to the cool woods to allow the children to expel some energy while still keeping cool. They loved re- enacting some popular stories and playing in the stream as well as enjoying a start stop game.

Send your child on a ‘size hunt’, encouraging them to find something which is a large, medium and small size. See if they can put the items in order of size. Use the words large, huge, medium, middle sized, small and tiny to describe the size of objects instead of ‘big/little’. This will help to not only develop your child’s understanding of size but also extend their vocabulary too.
