Policy statement

Our policy reflects the requirements of the EYFS 2021 – 3.57 in making our setting a no-smoking and vaping environment - both indoor and outdoor.
Procedures

· All staff, parents and volunteers are made aware of our no-smoking and vaping policy.
· The Institute is a public building therefore no one is permitted to smoke or vape on the premises.
· The no-smoking and vaping policy is stated in our information brochure for parents.

· Staff who smoke or vape do not do so during working hours. They should not smoke or vape when wearing uniform.
· Staff should not have contact with children within 20 minutes of their last cigarette or vape.
· Staff who smoke or vape  whilst off the premises and in their own time will make every effort to reduce the effect of the odour and lingering effects of passive smoking for children and colleagues.
